Heirlooms: What are they anyway?
There are two definitions of heirloom vegetables. One is any variety that was preserved for a number of years by home gardeners rather than
seed companies. The other is any variety that is over 50 years old, often called a "standard" variety.

Amount of seed in a packet:

With most varieties, there will be more than enough seed for a home garden, usually more than in the packets one can purchase off the
shelves in home and garden stores. A small number of seeds have to be purchased at high wholesale prices. For these varieties, there will be
fewer seeds in a packet, but probably still enough for the average home gardener. If you are like me, you like to try lots of varieties, but that
can get costly at some companies! By making smaller packets of expensive seed, Skyfire Garden Seeds lets you try a new variety at lower
cost. If'you love it and you want to grow lots of it, just buy two packets. Quantities are listed after most varieties.

Growing tips

Tips for planting the mixes are on the next page.

All of the plants in this catalog are easy for most gardeners to grow.
Of course, climate variations will affect outcome. I pick the
standard varieties for their adaptability to a wide range of climates.
One of the advantages of heirlooms can also be considered a
disadvantage. They might be better adapted to some climates than
the standard varieties. So if you live in their favorite ecosystem,
you may get better crops with heirlooms. If you live outside their
best climate, you get lower yields. The best way to know is to
experiment.

Germination

Most of the varieties in the catalog have no special requirements. In
fact, I chose 99% of them for ease of gemination and care. The
only “unusual” conditions are simple ones to accommodate. Some
seeds need light, so they need to be sown on the surface or covered
with just a tiny bit of light sand. An example is epazote (an herb,
sow on the soil surface).

All of the seeds meet or exceed the USDA germination rate
requirements, which vary by species. Germination will suffer if
you plant seeds when the weather is too cold or too hot for a
specific species. The best gardeners have the patience to wait for
the right time. Packets contain instructions based on frost dates.

Seed packets need to be stored in a dry place. Don’t store them in
the refrigerator or other damp place (like a garage or basement).
Seeds need to be kept cool. Don't leave them to overheat on your
car's dashboard on a hot day or in front of any sunny window.
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Note on growing the mixes in the catalog: i%

| sell lots of packets with mixes of several varieties. This is so you can try several varieties g\:} © (n:i}
of seeds at a single-packet price and have some fun with different tastes and colors. It also @3
makes it more likely that one of the varieties in the packet will be especially well suited to
your growing conditions. (I try to sell only easy to grow seeds and most are widely adapted,
though a few may have been developed for climates such as the deep South. Check the
descriptions.)

Please don’t plant them as closely as other seeds because thinning the seedlings will
cause you to lose some of the diverse colors and flavors. For example, Rainbow Chard
produces 5 colors of mature plants but you can only see two colors in the seedling stage. |
planted about 30 feet of it last year and accidentally thinned out all but two of the yellow
plants thinking | was pulling out white ones.

For plants started in pots:

(tomatoes, peppers, eggplants, etc.) thinning will leave you with just the kinds with
the fastest growing seedlings, which may be all one variety. You could lose most of
the variety by thinning! So plant one seed per pot when planting for transplanting
into the garden. Plant a few extra pots because you rarely get 100% germination.
When ready to transplant, grow every healthy plant.

For planting in rows directly in the qarden

can put ina few more seeds later. Thinning out smaller plants may reduce your
diversity.

I'm
never going to get time to sort through the three
megabytes of photos of vegetables | have, so
maybe | should put the camera away.

| don’t have a full printed catalog printed this year. |
have a very, very small company--a labor of love
rather than a large business--just one person (with
my husband's help), working in my spare time after
my regular job. I'm devoted to preserving heirloom
vegetables and will continue to grow out as many
as | can. | also enjoy communicating with other
gardeners. I'd like to cut down on paper use,
however, and print costs are just too great for small
businesses.

In 2011 we had record heat--more days over 100
degrees than ever before. Most vegetables just
don’t set seed at high temperatures. Exceptions
were Donkey Ear peppers, Santorini tomatoes
(although the fruit was smaller) and Lageneria,

also called Cucuzzi or Zuchetta, a summer squash.

Lanenaria is a gourd when fully mature, but a tasty
summer squash that set fruit until frost.

| added a wonderful new Pumpkin this year: Galeux
D’eysines or Peanut Pumpkin. This is a popular
French heirloom grown for the sweet orange flesh
and as a real conversation piece. It has orange
skin, but looks like it is covered with peanut shells.
It will be the centerpiece of your Halloween
decorations and Thanksgiving pies!

Other new seeds in the catalog are Crenshaw
melons, and two popular peppers: Corno di Toro
Rosso and Corno di Toro Gaillo. Long chili-shaped
sweet peppers, these are great for frying or salads.
| used them stuffed with cheese.

Remember, I'm also putting instructions on the
seed packets now. Even for experienced
gardeners, it can be hard to remember some of the
details of planting seeds. Let me know if you find
any typos.

All America Selections are noted in the
descriptions as AAS winners. | try to sell
open-pollinated winners, as they have
been proven excellent producers in a
wide variety of climates.

Asterisks (*)

The asterisks preceding names of
packets mean that they are mixes of
several interesting, and often colorful,
varieties of vegetables.

How to plant the mixes

Space farther apart than for single
varieties because thinning will leave you
with just the kinds with the fastest
growing seedlings. You will reduce your
variety. So for tomatoes, peppers and
eggplant, plant just one seed per pot
and grow every plant.

Heirlooms can be defined several

ways. Most of my vegetable seeds fit at
least one. 1. Any vegetable developed
before hybrids became popular. 2. Any
over 50 years old. 3. Those developed
by home gardners or hobby botanists.
All are open pollinated.

Mexican beans

Soak 1 cup dry beans overnight. Drain.
Add 3 cups water, 1 clove garlic, 3/4 tsp
dried epazote (or 2 tsp fresh), 1 bay leaf
& 1/2 tsp salt. Simmer 1 1/2 to 2 hours
until beans are soft. Serve with rice or
tortillas, salsa and a vegetable.

Bean/Bush/Dry

Anasazi (organic)

90-95 days. May have been originally
grown by the Anasazi cliff dwellers of
the American Southwest, this beautiful
maroon and white bean is popular for
soup or baked beans. Heirloom Jacob's
Cattle bean. 1.5 ounce

Black Turtle Bean (organic)

85-105 days. Heirloom developed
before 1806, first sold in US in 1832.
Will stand very hot weather. Try this in
Mexican dishes or instead of meat for a
tasty vegetarian spaghetti sauce. Might
need warmer soil than most beans to
germinate. Rich flavor. 1.5 ounce

Soup, baked, refried beans note

All of the snap or wax or lima beans in
the catalog make great dry beans that
cook up tender or you can eat them as
shell beans (beans that are too mature
for snap beans, but the pods are green:
steam them and eat the seeds).

Edamame Be-Sweet 2001 (vegetable
soybeans)

A Japanese treat that can be eaten in
the shell stage (mature but with a green
pod) or as dried beans. High yields of
yellow beans. Just as easy to grow as
bush snap beans. Eat as a snack with
salt or use in salads or soups like any
shell bean. 1 ounce

Vampiro (Beet/Carrot Juice Plus)

Use a juicer to get the juice from two
carrots and one beet.

Holds its
shape even if crowded and does well on
poor soils. 350 seeds

85-110 days. Very popular heirloom
introduced in 1887. The round, bluish-
green, 5-7 pound heads do well in the
North and were bred for excellent
storage capability.

Jersey Wakefield, Early/True
American

60-75 days. Very popular heirloom was
introduced in about 1840. Conical
heads are about 5-7 inches in diameter
and 10-15 inches tall. Will overwinter in
some areas. 300 seeds

Nice dark leaves
pack a lot of nutrition and the crinkled
leaves look pretty in the garden.

A Note about carrots

Carrots originated in Afghanistan.
Carrots usually need sandy or soft soil,
but the shorter varieties will tolerate
some heavy soil. Check the
descriptions. 600-750 seeds/gram

Shred 3/4 cup each: orange, white and
yellow carrots. Add 1 tsp lemon juice,
1/16 tsp nutmeg, 1/2 cup dried
sweetened cranberries, & 1 cup sour
cream, yogurt or mayo. Mix. Optional: 1
tsp sherry and/or 1 tbsp honey.

*Colorful Carrot Mix

A mix of orange, white, purple, red-
orange and yellow carrots to liven up
your menu. Fun for kids. 2 grams

Amarillo

Sweet yellow to very pale orange root
has a flavor a little different from orange
carrots. Mix it with orange carrots for a
decorative carrot salad, but best
cooked. Rare seed. 2 grams

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Atomic Red

75 days. A newer variety with a pretty
red color that gets more intense with
cooking. The color comes from
lycopene, a healthy compound also
found in red tomatoes. 1 gram

Brilliance

Very high beta-carotene content makes
these carrots deep red/orange. Nantes
type, coreless. 2 grams

Chantenay

69-72 days. Deep-orange stump-rooted
variety is a 5-6 inch all-purpose carrot
that keeps well. Heavy yields. 4 grams

Cosmic Purple (organic)

Fun new carrot, purple skin with yellow-
orange core. Sweet, spicy flavor, 8"
long. 1 gram

Danvers

65-75 days. Heat tolerant, deep orange
carrot 7-7.5 inches long, grows in most
soils. Eat fresh, frozen or canned.
Dependable standard for the home
gardener. 4 grams

62-70 days. This bright orange 6-7 inch
carrot is a good keeper. It is good for
home gardens because it can be left in
the ground until fall. Eat fresh or frozen.
4 grams

Pretty white carrot with
green shoulders. Flavor milder than
some carrots.

Deep orange carrot, 8-10
inches long. Stems have a purple tint.
Very sweet. Good for freezing. 4 grams

Corn does not tolerate cold soil. If
planted too early, it will rot. Consult your
county extension agent or a good
gardening book for the correct date in
your area. 125-190 seeds/ounce

On Ornamental Corns

Dried ears of corn make great fall
decorations. | think all corns are
beautiful, but Hopi Blue, Bloody Butcher
and Strawberry are very nice. If you
want a mix of colors, try Indian
Ornamental Flint corn.

Atole (hot Mexican milk beverage)
Mix 1/2 C masa or corn flour (made
from dent, flint or flour corn) & 2 1/2
cups milk. Heat slowly, stirring often,
until thick. Add 1/4 C brown sugar & 1/2
cup finely chopped pecans or walnuts. If
too thick, add milk. Tastes a little like
cream of wheat.

Bloody Butcher

100-120 days. Versatile heirloom can
be eaten very young (like sweet corn) or
used for cornmeal. This heirloom has
been around since 1845 and is famous
for its height (10-12 feet), beautiful red
ears, and fine flavor.

Hickory King Yellow

85-90 days. Heirloom yellow corn
developed in the late 1800s. Great for
hominy, grits or cornmeal, but makes
good roasting ears, too. Ears have tight
husks and plants plants grow 10-12 feet
tall.

Landcaster Surecrop

110-120 days. Heirloom yellow corn
developed by a Mennonite farmer, Mr.
Hershey, in Pennsylvania about 1900.
Ears 10-12 inches on plants 10-12 feet
tall.

76-110 days. This is a fun one!
Unusual ears have a pencil-thin cob.

Roasted or Grilled Corn

Have the coals ready in grill or heat
oven to 400. Remove silk but not husks
from ears of sweet or dent corn (at milk
stage). Replace husk. Soak in water a
minute or two. Drain. Cook 15-25
minutes. Remove husk and serve with
butter and salt.

Silvermine

82 days. Heirloom roasting corn
developed in Sibly, Ill. in 1890s by JA
Beagley. High yield of 11-12 inch ears,
resists worm damage and does well on
poor soils. 2 ounce

Tennessee Red Cobb

100-120 days. Pre-1900 heirloom
roasting corn. Dependable variety that
is getting very hard to find. Many folks
prefer the old roasting corns because
they tend to have more flavor than the
hybrids and less sugar. 1.0 ounce

Corn flour is ground finer than corn
meal. We have found that it works just
as well as wheat flour in recipes for
quick breads, pancakes, carrot cake,
but not yeast breads. Great for people
allergic to wheat.

Amaranth Tricolor Splendens /
Joseph's Coat Amaranth

Also called Summer Poinsettia &
Chinese Spinach. Beautiful edible
ornamental with brilliant red, yellow and
green leaves. The leaves are cooked
like spinach and tops of stems served
like asperagus. Grows 3 ft tall. 2-300
seeds

Amaranthus caudatus/Love Lies
Bleeding/Caudatus Red

60 days. Classic ornamental from
before 1700. Leaves can be cooked
like spinach, but this variety is usually
grown for large, drooping, bright red
flowers/seed heads. Gets 2-3 ft tall.
Seeds also nutritious. 200 seeds or
more

Basils

Basils are as decorative as they are
delicious, so take a look at the Herb
section of our catalog for several
varieties and mixes.

Pretty deep pink/magenta flowers with
white centers on a 1' plant. Tiny pods.
Pods are edible if picked early, but too
tiny to be considered a vegetable.
Great container plant: put three plants
in a 12" pot and put them by the front
door. Grown in KS. 20 seeds
